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Feast Day—January 31

1815-1888

Born to a poor family in Italy, this patron saint of editors and laborers is considered
one of the great social saints. Ordained a priest in 1841, he was sent to study theolo-
gy in Turin, where he became a magnet for neglected youths during a turbulent pe-
riod of rapid industrialization and revolutionary politics. Don Bosco, who once hoped
to become a foreign missionary, founded the Salesians in 1854. The order sheltered
more than 800 orphan boys, then opened workshops for shoemakers, tailors, book-
binders and other trades. Don Bosco was also a prolific writer, and co-founded a
women's congregation to work among girls. When he died, more than 40,000 peo-
ple in Turin filed past his coffin to show their love and respect.

Fiesta—31 de enero

1815-1888

Nacido en el seno de una familia pobre de Italia, este santo patron de editores 'y
obreros es considerado uno de los grandes santos sociales. Ordenado sacerdote en
1841, fue enviado a estudiar teologia a Turin, donde se convirtié en un iman para los
jovenes desatendidos durante un periodo turbulento de rapida industrializacion y
politica revolucionaria. Don Bosco, quien alguna vez espero convertirse en
misionero en el extranjero, fundo los Salesianos en 1854. La orden acogio a mas de
800 nifios huérfanos, luego abrio talleres para zapateros, sastres, encuadernadores
y otros oficios. Don Bosco también fue un escritor prolifico y cofundé una congrega-
cion de mujeres para trabajar entre las ninas. Cuando murié, mas de 40.000 per-
sonas en Turin desfilaron frente a su ataud para mostrar su amor y respeto.
