“I am the good shepherd. A good shepherd lays down his life for the
sheep.” John 10:11

My most boring job was working at an insurance company as a
college student. My main task? Filing. Now imagine if | had told my
supervisor, “l just want you to know, I’'m willing to die for these files.”
She would have called a psychiatrist — or at least security.

There is something absurd in Jesus’ words in today’s Gospel: “I am

the good shepherd... | lay down my life for the sheep.” (John 10:11)
It sounds noble, until you think about it. No one dies for sheep. Not
a hired hand. Not even a good shepherd. Sheep are important, sure,
but not worth a human life.

And yet, Jesus insists: / will die for them. The crowd understandably
responds: “He is out of his mind.”

C.S. Lewis once said that Jesus does not leave us the option of
calling him merely a good teacher. If someone speaks like him, he
is either lying, crazy, or telling the truth. John’s Gospel won'’t let us
stay sentimental. Jesus means it. He reveals a love that surpasses
logic — a love that measures worth not by strength or success, but
by the willingness to suffer unto death.

The Good Shepherd’s madness is mercy. His cross makes no earthly
sense and yet it makes divine sense. He lays down his life not for
kings or saints but for sheep — for the ordinary, the unworthy, for
you and me.

Think of someone who may feel unworthy of love. Do something
simple and generous for them, not because they deserve it, but
because Jesus did the same for you.

The Devil’s Long Con

The algorithm on my streaming service has been suggesting a lot of
romantic scam documentaries lately. If you’re not familiar, romantic
scams are a particularly cruel form of “the long con.”

Some man presents himself to some woman as Prince Charming. He
wines her. He dines her. He charms her mom and makes her friends
jealous. Little red flags pop up here and there, but she shrugs them all
off. She accepts convenient explanations.

She just wants to be happy.

And then one day, Prince Charming vanishes, along with the contents
of the woman’s savings account. Every victim says the same thing: “I
should have known better, but | wanted it to be real.”

| think the reason I'm so drawn to these shows is that | identify with
these women. No, I've never been the victim of a romantic scam

(if my husband married me thinking he would gain access to some
kind of fortune, he’s the one who got scammed). But we have all
told ourselves that something /s right because it feels right. We have
shrugged off doubts about a choice, a relationship, a habit.

We have accepted easy answers that don’t pass the sniff test —
because we really, really wanted an answer, and we really, really
wanted it to be easy.

The devil is a romantic scammer. A third-party retailer hawking knock-
off joy and fulfillment. A wolf in sheep’s clothing. A false prophet. A
thief, a robber who has climbed the fence, knowing the gate will not
admit him.

These are all different ways of saying the same thing: we can
recognize what is real by where it comes from. What it sounds like.
This ability to discern truth is written into our souls. We can ignore it,
if we want. Suppress it. We can follow the stranger.

But where will he lead?

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

What is the history behind the Feast
of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross?

Answer:

Emperor Constantine’s mother,
Helena, is credited with having
discovered the true cross around 330.
She traveled to the Holy Land and
uncovered the places associated with
Jesus’ life. Legend has it that Helena
uncovered three crosses but was not
able to detect the true cross until
each of them was laid on a leper. Only
one of them cured the leper, proving
it to be the true cross. A great

church was built at the site, and soon
various portions of the cross were
sent to other churches as relics to be
venerated.

The day after the dedication of

the Church of the Holy Sepulchre,
September 14, 335, the actual cross
was displayed for veneration. Egeria,
a women traveler to Jerusalem
around the year 386, kept a diary
that has survived. She tells of the
unigue veneration of the wood of the
cross that took place on Good Friday,
something maintained ritually to this
very day.

The Exaltation of the Holy Cross
focuses on the gift of love that Jesus
manifested by his total gift of self,
offered for all. The cross, the ultimate
form of capital punishment in its

day, has become for us the ultimate
symbol of love and triumph over evil
and death.

he Church has a pa-
tron saint for near-
ly every person,

group of people, situation,
and occupation. These
heavenly friends benefit
us with their prayers of in-
ter-cession, speaking, as it
were, to God on our behalf.

If you ask nearly any Catho-
lic whose intercession they
seek when something has
gone missing, nearly all will
tell you it’s St. Anthony
who is responsible for the
recovery of car keys and
eyeglasses by the millions.
But how did Anthony be-
come the patron saint of
lost articles?

Legend has it that Antho-

ny was the novice master

at a friary in Montpellier,

France. One of his charges was
a somewhat discontented novice
named Louis. When he wasn’t
at prayer or teaching the nov-ic-
es, Anthony devoted his time to
writing a book of the psalms—
he had worked on it for years.
One afternoon, the manuscript
vanished, and Anthony searched
carefully to no avail. Having no

other recourse, he prayed for its
recovery.

At the same time, it seems that
Br. Louis, the dis-contented
novice, had disappeared as well
and had been seen leaving with
a somewhat manuscript-sized
parcel. Anthony, believing that
Louis was much more valuable
than his manuscript, prayed that

Louis would find his true
path in life.

The legend says that the
former Br. Louis, while on
his way to sell the man-
uscript as his own, was
moved to return the sto-
len book and turn his life
around. So, Louis went
back to the friary and re-
turned the stolen manu-
script. St. Anthony became
his mentor, and from that
time forward Anthony’s
prayers were sought when-
ever something was lost.

It’s a tradition that contin-
ues today. For centuries,
when Catholics have lost
something important—their
car keys or their way in life,
they’ve sought the prayers
of St. Anthony.
