TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

There is a geography to the liturgy of baptism
that distills the journey of faith. Each part of the
liturgy is assigned to a distinct part of the church
building. Baptism, whether of infants carried to
church by their parents or of adults following the
paschal candle into a darkened church at Easter,
starts at the door. First, a threshold must be
crossed and a new community of meaning and
memory encountered for the first time. Then, the
celebration moves to the place for God’s Word.
Next, as the litany of the saints is sung, there is a
procession to the font. Finally, the movement is
to the table, the altar of the Eucharist. There,
newly baptized adults are brought to the sacred
meal, or the parents of infants are blessed and
reminded that their child will one day share fully
in the table’s banquet.

Many Catholic churches honor this geography
by placing the font near the door, or at least small
vessels with water. The doorway of our church is
a place of memory, and a passageway to a new
way of living.

OUR FASCINATING FAITH - Saint Isidore the Farmer (May 15)

On May 15 of each vear, the farmers in Ichocan, Peru, adorn their mules and their homes with the fruits of their harvest in

honor of Saint Isidore the Farmer. The image of the saint is taken in a procession through the town to bless the work of the
farmers. Many Latin American countries celebrate this feast in a similar manner. On a continent where agriculture repre-
sents the principal occuparion, the importance of this Spanish sainr of the twelfth century is not surprising. Saint Isidore has
a background similar to that of many people in Latin America and many Latinos in the United States. Born in 1070, he was
the son of working parents in Madrid, a poor and religious family. He did not go to school and became an orphan at ten
vears of age. He worked as a country laborer for a rich family and did agncultural work all his Life.

He married a woman named Maria, who also became a saint. Together with their son, the three formed a holy family and
were recognized as pious and generous persons. Years after Isidore’s death in 1130, his body was discovered to be miraco-
lously incorrupt. In 1622 Pope Gregory XV canonized this humble farmer together with such great religions figures as Tere-
sa of Avila, Ignatius Loyola and Francis Xavier. Thank God that sainthood is not found only among the priests and reli-

gious. Married couples and fathers and mothers can also become saints.

A Marian Glossary

“She is that woman who rejoiced in the presence of God, who treasured everything in her heart, and
who let herself be pierced by the sword. Mary is the saint among the saints, blessed above all others.
She teaches us the way of holiness and she walks ever at our side. She does not let us remain fallen and
at times she takes us into her arms without judging us.” —Pope Francis, Gaudete et Exsultate, no. 176

Below is a brief outline of important terms about or related to the Blessed Mother.

ANNUNCIATION: The visit of the
angel Gabriel to the virgin Mary to
inform her that she was to be the
mother of the Savior. After giving
her consent to God’s word, Mary
became the mother of Jesus by
the power of the Holy Spirit.

ASSUMPTION: The dogma which
recognizes the Blessed Virgin
Mary’s singular participation in
her Son’s Resurrection by which
she was taken up body and soul
into heavenly glory, when the
course of her earthly life was
finished.

HAIL MARY: The prayer known
in Latin as the Ave Maria. The
first part of the prayer praises
God for the gifts he gave to Mary
as Mother of the Redeemer; the
second part seeks her maternal
intercession for the members of
the Body of Christ, the Church,
of which she is the Mother.

IMMACULATE CONCEPTION:
The dogma proclaimed in Chris-
tian Tradition and defined in 1854,
that from the first moment of her
conception, Mary—by the sin-
gular grace of God and by virtue
of the merits of Jesus Christ--
was preserved immune from
original sin.

MAGNIFICAT: The title commonly
given to the Latin text and ver-
nacular translation of the Canticle
(or Song) of Mary that she recites
at the time of the visitation. The
canticle begins with “My soul pro
claims the greatness of the Lord.”

MARY: The mother of Jesus. Be-
cause she is the mother of Jesus-
-Son of God and second Person
of the Blessed Trinity-according
to the flesh, she is rightly called
the Mother of God (Theotokos).
Mary is also called “full of grace,”
and “Mother of the Church,” and
in Christian prayer and devotion,
“Our Lady,” the “Blessed Virgin
Mary,” and the “New Eve.”

PRESENTATION: The presenta-
tion and dedication of Jesus to
God by Mary and Joseph in the
Temple (Lk 2:22-39), in accord
with Mosaic Law concerning
the first-born. At the Presenta-
tion, Simeon and Anna sum up
the expectation of Israel for the
long-awaited Messiah, the light
of the nations and the glory of
Israel, but also as a sign of con-
tradiction. The presentation of
the gifts, especially of bread and
wine, is a preparatory rite for the
liturgy of the Eucharist at Mass.

ROSARY: A prayer in honor of
the Blessed Virgin Mary, which
repeats the privileged Marian
prayer Ave Maria, or Hail Mary,
in “decades” of ten prayers, each
preceded by the Pater Noster

(“Our Father”) and concluded by
the Gloria Patri (Glory Be to the
Father), accompanied by medita-
tion on the mysteries of Christ’s
life. The rosary was developed by
medieval piety in the Latin church
as a popular substitute for the
liturgical prayer of the Hours.

VIRGIN BIRTH: The conception of
Jesus in the womb of the Virgin
Mary solely by the power of the
Holy Spirit. The Church’s con-
fession of faith in the virgin birth
affirms that Jesus was conceived
by the Holy Spirit without human
seed.

VIRGIN MARY: The mother of Je-
sus, who is honored as “ever-vir-
gin” for her perpetual virginity.

VISITATION: At the annunciation,
the angel Gabriel told Mary that
she would be the mother of the
savior. Gabriel also told Mary that
her barren cousin, Elizabeth, had
conceived a son in her old age.
Mary went to visit her cousin and
confirmed the truth of the angel’s
words. The time she spent with
Elizabeth is referred to as “the
visitation."”
